SCRIPTURE REFLECTION

Isaiah’s words this Sunday are so familiar to us. We hear them
during the Advent season when we hear about John the Baptist, herald of
the Messiah. We hear echoes of them in our Lenten season as we again
hear the Baptist’s cry to repent and change our sinful ways. The use of
this reading for the feast of the Baptism of the Lord is stirring.

When believers approach the waters of Baptism, either themselves
or carried in the arms of their parents, they or their parents for them are
invited to repent and denounce sin. They are also asked to profess their
faith in God—Father, Son and Holy Spirit. We believe the Holy Spirit
will give us what we need to be heralds of the good News and witnesses
to the kingdom of God. This is our faith. This is our call. Strengthened
by the Holy Spirit, we, like John the Baptist, announce the coming of our
Savior!

He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire (Luke 3:16)

SHARING FAITH

* Jesus’ experience at his baptism was profound. The Father offers
us the same intense experience of responding to his call. How do

you experience being the Father’s beloved son or daughter?

* Pray Psalm 104. What does it tell you of our need to depend on
God for life?

* What impact on you and your parish community does it have to

witness someone being baptized?
LIVING THE LITURGY

* Discuss what renouncing sin and professing faith means. Think
about the questions used when the sacrament of Baptism is
celebrated. How do you continue to renounce sin and profess your
faith in the Father, Son and Holy spirit?

* Find someone in your church who is planning a Baptism of a new
baby or someone who is in your parish catechumenate process and
preparing for Baptism at Easter vigil. Write the family or person a
card telling them you will be praying for them as they prepare for
the celebration of Baptism. Place their name in a prominent place,
so you remember to pray for them.

* Make a list of all the places you will go and people you will see
this week. Thing about and then decide how you can be a herald
of good News to those you meet. What will you proclaim through
your actions and words?

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APOSTLES OF THE GOOD NEWS

The baptism of Jesus by his cousin, John,
may seem odd to us. Here are all the people lining
up who have responded to John’s call to repent and
be baptized and who are then urged by him to go
and live good lives. Here also is Jesus, quietly
waiting his turn, and we wonder: Why does the
Savior of the world need baptism? This, as we
might expect, is not to be a simple baptism of wa-
ter. As John the Baptist had foretold, the heavens
open and power pours down upon Jesus from the
Holy Spirit. He is revealed as the Beloved Son, the
one Saint Paul later described as the one “who gave
himself for us to deliver us from all lawlessness
and to cleanse for himself a people as his own, ea-
ger to do what is good” (Titus 2:14). After he was
raised from the dead and before his ascension into
heaven, Jesus appeared to his disciples, or follow-

We too
are disciples, always learning more about our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ, but we are also his apos-
tles in the world today.

SAINT HILARY (c. 315-367)

January 13

Born in Poitiers, France, whose populace would

later elect him bishop, Hilary, married and a father, was
converted from paganism to Christianity through his
reading of scripture. The focus of his prayerful study was
the Prologue to the Gospel according to John, which por-
trays Jesus as the divine Logos, eternally begotten of the
Father. As a result, Hilary became in the words of the
biblical scholar Jerome, “the Latin Trumpet against the
Arians,” heretics who believed Jesus to be merely human,
not divine. In defense of Christ’s divinity, Hilary was not
only eloquent in debate but utterly fearless in the face of
relentless persecution and even exile. Thus by the witness
of his own discipleship, Hilary taught that faith in Jesus
as the divine Son of God has consequences. Reflecting on
Jesus’ challenge to his disciples, “You are the salt of the
earth” (Matthew 5:13), Hilary notes that, as salt both pre-
serves from corruption and adds savor to food, so must
the faithful disciple bear a witness that, by word and ex-

ample, leads others to immortality and virtuous living.

MANIFESTING THE SPIRIT

The Christmas season closes this Sunday
with the Baptism of the Lord. This feast is a sister to
last week’s feast of the Epiphany. Each of them cele-
brates an “epiphany,” or a manifestation of the Spirit
of God in Jesus—first in his birth, and now at his
baptism.

The divine Spirit is manifested in all of the
scriptures for this feast. Psalm 104 highlights the
Spirit of God creating and renewing the earth, while
the reading from Isaiah describes God restoring Is-
rael. In Luke’s account of the baptism of the Lord
the Holy Spirit descends upon Jesus. And the letter
from Titus reminds us that the Holy Spirit was
“richly poured out” on us also, through the “bath of
rebirth” (Titus 3:5, 6).
