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SCRIPTURE REFLECTION

The psalm response today sets the course for us as the people of
God. We are called to proclaim God’s marvelous deeds everywhere and
to everyone-in neighborhoods and in workplaces, to nations and to our
families. All the gifts God has given us compel us to sing praise to all the
earth and to give him the glory and praise he deserves.

Offering this witness to God’s glory requires effort. Paul’s in-
structions to the Corinthians taught them that the Spirit gives each gift so
that believers might manifest God’s love to each other and to the world.
Gifts are given for service. The Spirit gives abundant gifts that are rich in
diversity. All the gifts are signs of God at work in the community.

The wedding feast at Cana puts the crowning words of the call of
disciples on the lips of Mary, Jesus’ mother. “Do whatever he tells
you” (John 2:5), she says. These words should echo in our own ears and
hearts because, if we follow this command, then God’s love will overflow
to all the nations. His deeds will be proclaimed to all the nations through
our use of the abundant gifts from the Holy Spirit.

Proclaim his marvelous deeds to all the nations (Psalm 96:3)

Set aside
some time for quiet meditation and journaling. Look back on you
own life and think about a gift that it took you a while to discover
God had given you. Journal about the impact of this gift on your
life.

A pointed diagnosis

A little boy complained of pain “all over,”
so his concerned mom took him to the pediatrician.

“So where does it hurt, pal?” the doctor be-
gan.

“I hurt all over,” the boy said.

‘What do you mean, all over?” the doctor
asked.

The boy touched his knee with his index
finger and cried, “Ow, that hurts!” Then he touched
the left cheek and cried, ‘And that hurts, too, Doc-
tor!” Then he touched his ear, tears running down
his cheek, “Even that hurts!”

The doctor looked him over and told him
the diagnosis; “Son, you have a broken finger.”

Jesus changes our view of things, the values
and measures by which we live our lives, the ways
we deal with one another, the factors that go into
the decisions we make, the things we value and
seek for ourselves. If we let him, Jesus can change
the water of our fear and doubt and self-

SURPRISES

Life is full of surprises, some pleasant, some
not. The scriptures are filled with stories of God’s
surprises cropping up when they are least expected:
younger children obtaining the inheritance; the low-
liest being seated highest up; an itinerant preacher,
killed like a criminal, exalted to eternal, heavenly

glory.

Anybody who has planned a wedding or
similar event knows that they are filled with oppor-
tunities for surprises. For the bridegroom in today’s
Gospel story, who has no direct contact with Jesus,
the pleasant surprise came because somebody else
paid attention and had faith in Jesus.

We may think that the point of today’s famil-

iar story of the wedding at Cana is that when we
have faith in Jesus, our lives will be pleasantly
changed. A Christian, however, needs to have a
broader perspective and realize that to have faith in
Christ means that somebody’s life—not necessarily
our own—will be surprised for the better.

Al acercarse el dia en que se cerraria la clinica, las personas de la localidad invitaron al equipo médico a
una fiesta. Conociendo la pobreza tan grande de los haitianos, Juanita se preguntaba qué servirian. Pero a medida que
iban poniendo la comida sobre la mesa ella no salia de su asombro al ver la variedad y cantidad de alimentos—batata,
cabrito frito en salsa picante, platanos fritos, pan, guiso de maiz, arroz con frijoles y una bebida especial de pifia.
«“;Como se las han arreglado estas personas para ofrecernos una comida tan buena?”, le pregunté ella al parroco. Este le
contesto asi: “Juanita, ellos creen que Dios los envid a ustedes para sanarlos y con este festin le dan gracias a Dios con lo
mejor que pueden encontrar. Cada uno de ellos da un poco para que nosotros podamos compartir mucho”. Todos, in-
cluso los sirvientes y cocineros, comieron hasta que todo se acabo. Juanita pens6 que nunca antes habia probado alimen-
tos que le supieran tan sabrosos y regreso a casa con un profundo respeto por la generosidad de personas que “no tienen
nada”, pero ofrecen mucho.
