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SCRIPTURE REFLECTION

When Jesus stands up in the synagogue, as proclaimed in today’s
Gospel reading, his message is Good News! The blind see, captives have
liberty, the oppressed go free, and the poor hear glad tidings. Jesus’ listen-
ers know that he will care for the ones with no voice, status, or place.
They are not forgotten. God has longed to establish this day in Jesus, the
kingdom of God is at hand. The body of Christ is one in him.

The body of Christ, the Church, is one because it is united in
Christ. Each member of the body is called to use their particular gifts to
serve the body. Paul makes this clear to the Corinthians in the way only a
strong preacher can do. He tells the Corinthians, who were notorious for
arguing about which gifts were the best and most important, that there is
only one body, but the body has many parts. God honors each part. We
are all a part and each part is necessary and important because God has
constructed each part of the body. We all suffer if one part suffers. We all
rejoice when one is honored. Though many, we live as the one body of
Christ.

Now you are Christ’s body, and individually parts of it

(1 Corinthians 12:27)

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A Message from Monsignor Philip A. Behan

The first great prophet

The eminent anthropologist Margaret Mead
was once asked what she regarded as the earliest
sign of civilization. Was it an axe-blade, an arrow-
head, a fishhook, or something more sophisticated,
such as a musical instrument or a ceramic bowl?

Her answered surprised her questioner; ‘A
healed human femur.”

Not something made by a human, but
something human; not an artifact, but a part of
someone who once lived and walked this earth,
who was hurt but healed. Doctor Mead explained
that where the law of the survival of the fittest
reigns, a broken leg means certain death - when
you cannot make it on your own, you’re doomed.
But a healed leg-bone is physical evidence that
someone cared. Someone gathered food for that
injured person until their leg was healed; someone
cared for them until they could once again care for
themselves.

The first sign of civilization was compas-
sion.

Whoever first set that bone and cared for
that injured woman or man so the bone could heal
was the first great prophet of compassion. Jesus

begins his own public ministry of compassion by
invoking the vision of the prophet Isaiah: “The
Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has
anointed me, to bring glad tidings to the poor, to
proclaim liberty to captives and recovery of sight
to the blind, to let the oppressed to free, to pro-
claim the Lord’s favor.” In baptism, we take on the
work of “fulfilling” Isaiah’s vision of healing, jus-
tice and compassion in our own “civilizations.”

As we reach out to the Haitian community
in their desperate need we show how civilized,
compassionate and Jesus like we are.
