SCRIPTURE REFLECTION 
 Being called to God’s service is the central message in today’s 
four Scripture readings. We hear the vivid account of Isaiah’s call in the 
First Reading. When the prophet is convinced he is unworthy of proclaim-
ing the message, God makes it clear that he is called nonetheless and 
cleanses him of his sin. The response we hear from the psalmist could be 
Isaiah’s response after his encounter with the holy: “In the sight of the an-
gels I will sing your praises’ (Psalm 138:1). In this thanksgiving song, the 
psalmist uses phrases of praise and gratitude to declare the glory of God. 
He comes to know that dependence of God is the only answer and will 
give him strength (Psalm 138:3).  
 Paul responded to a call to preach Good News, showing his atten-
tion and care for the Corinthians over and over again. He confidently 
preached that the grace of God was with him. Simon Peter, too, first cited 
his sin, but Jesus tells him not to be afraid. He left everything and fol-
lowed. How will we respond when we hear God’s call?  
 
 Do not be afraid; from now on you will be catching people.  

(Luke 5: 1-11)  
 
SHARING FAITH 
* What are you most afraid of in responding to a call from God? What 

might be God’s response to your fear? 
* Jesus sent Peter back among his own, to fish for people. To whom, 

where you live, work, study, or shop might God be sending you? 
* What does it mean to be called  by Baptism, to have a vocation?  
 
LIVING THE LITURGY 
* At the Sunday liturgy over the next few weeks of ordinary Time, listen 

carefully to the message being preached by your priest. What would 
you say are the main themes in his message? How did you react to 
them? How will you respond to them? 

* Discuss with a group of people the concern that we heard in this Sun-
day’s readings about sin being a block to serving God. If all of us are 
sinners and if Jesus has saved us by his death and Resurrection, what 
make us worried or anxious about sin stopping us from responding to 
God’s call? How can we overcome this and focus on true humility? 

* Listen to a song about God’s call, such as “Here I Am, 
Lord” (Schutte), ‘If Today you hear His Voice” (Haas), or another 
song with a similar theme. Afterward, journal about what God might 
be asking of you or offering to you in response to your feelings.

A Message from Monsignor Philip A. Behan 
 

‘Invictus’  
 

 Clint Eastwood’s compelling new film In-
victus takes place in post-apartheid South Africa in 
1995. Imprisoned for 24 years by the white racist 
government, Nelson Mandela has become the liv-
ing embodiment of black South Africa’s hopes and 
aspiration. Mandela is overwhelmingly elected 
president in the nation’s first free elections.  
 South Africa is on the  brink of civil war. 
Everyone expects a bloodbath; the  black majority 
demands justice for the decades of poverty, brutal-
ity and oppression they have endured - and the 
white minority is terrified. But Mandela, as por-
trayed by Morgan Freeman in the film, knows that 
score-settling would be disastrous for South Af-
rica’s new and fragile democracy. To the dismay of 
his coworkers and loyalists in his movement, he 
seeks some kind of peace with the white Afrikaners 
who see Mandela as a terrorist and a threat to their 
traditions and way of life. President Mandela 
shocks his aides, first, by including whites in his 
security detail. He then refuses to fire whites who 
worked in the deKlerk government, assuring them 
that they are welcome to work with him in rebuild-
ing South Africa. 
 But it is the Springbok Rugby Club that be-
comes Mandela’s unlikely vehicle for reconcilia-
tion. To South African blacks, the all-white Spring-
boks and their green and gold colors were as de-

spised a symbol of white rule as the apartheid flag. 
The new  black government wants to abolish the 
Springboks, but President Mandela overturns their 
decision. With South Africa scheduled to host the 
World Rugby Cup tournament, he sees the under-
achieving team as the vehicle for South Africa’s 
return as a respected member or the world commu-
nity. Mandela enlists the help of the Springboks’ 
captain (played by Matt Damon) to transform the 
team from a hated symbol of arrogant white rule 
into an inspiring rallying point for the new South 
Africa.  
 When confronted by his staff and cabinet 
about the plan, Mandela says with his underrated 
authority, “Reconciliation starts here. Forgiveness 
starts here.”  
 
 In seeking reconciliation instead of venge-
ance, Nelson Mandela dares to “put out into the 
deep water” of reconciliation rather than venge-
ance. In today’s Gospel, Jesus challenges us, his 
followers, to put aside out own discouragement and 
doubts in order to lower our nets into the ‘deep wa-
ter” of Gospel reconciliation. It often means risking 
our own security and comfort and putting aside our 
frustration and exhaustion; it means continuing to 
“fish” despite the ridicule and doubts of the many 
who have returned to shore. Confident of God’s 
grace and wisdom, we can transform our own 
Gennesarets by setting our own small boats and 
fishing nets - despite the long night already - to the 
work of bringing in the “catch” of God’s mercy 
and peace.

 Probablemente hayas oído esto antes, pero vale la pena repetirlo. “Ésta es una historia acerca de cuatro 
personas. Sus nombres eran: Todos, Alguien, Cualquiera y Nadie. Había un gran trabajo que hacer y se lo 
pidieron a Todos, quien pensó que Alguien lo haría. Cualquiera pudo haberlo hecho, pero Nadie lo hizo.  Al-
guien se enojó por eso, ya que era trabajo de Todos.  Nadie se dio cuenta de que Cualquiera no lo haría. El re-
sultado fue que Nadie hizo lo que Cualquiera hubiera hecho, porque Alguien no se dio cuenta que la responsa-
bilidad era de Todos”.

No obstante, el ángel toca los labios de Isaías con un carbón encendido y 
dice: “Tu iniquidad ha sido quitada y tus pecados están perdonados”.  Y cuando la voz del Señor dice: 
“¿Quién irá de parte mía?”  Isaías responde inmediatamente: “Aquí estoy, Señor, envíame” (Isaías 6:7, 8). 
Isaías no busca a otra persona que haga el trabajo. No pone excusas. No pide tiempo para pensarlo ni tampoco 
pregunta qué se le va a pedir. Ésta es una confianza sin condiciones, una determinación de hacer la voluntad 
de Dios adonde quiera que lo lleve. Simón Pedro y los otros pescadores que nos presenta el evangelio de hoy 
no han pescado nada, pero Jesús les dice que echen de nuevo sus redes en las aguas profundas y la pesca es tan 
inmensa que necesitan muchas manos para recogerla. Al igual que Isaías, Simón Pedro está muy consciente de 
su propio pecado, pero Jesús le dice que no tenga miedo y enseguida él y todo el grupo abandonan todo para ir 
con Jesús adonde-quiera que los lleve.
