SCRIPTURE REFLECTION 
 Being faithful to a promise is easy sometimes. We know what’s 
expected and it may not be hard to honor our promise. But keeping a 
promise that requires sacrifice or constant reflection on our part can be 
harder because, as humans, we have a tendency to become careless or for-
getful.  
 Lent provides us with an opportunity to remember our baptismal 
promise to be faithful to God. Lent reminds us of the covenant God made 
with Abram and the faith asked for in return. For Abram, this act of faith 
meant surrendering his future into God’s hands for Jesus, it meant surren-
dering his life.  
 Often, we need help remembering our part in the covenant. Jesus 
Christ, the Son of God, gave his life so we could remember that our part is 
to live imitating him as his disciples. Jesus’ entire life and ministry on 
earth showed us how to love God by loving one another. We often fail in 
our part of the  covenant. Once again this Lent, we are tasked with finding 
a way to renew our own baptismal promises, our part of the covenant with 
God.  

 Join with others in being imitators of me, brothers and sisters 
(Philippians 3:17)  

   
SHARING FAITH 
* What does faithfulness or fidelity mean to you? Who is an example of 

faithfulness for you? 
* Who is someone you have tried to imitate in your life? What did they 

do or say that made you want to be like them? 
* How can you try and live as a sign of your baptismal promises this 

Lent?  
 
LIVING THE LITURGY 
* Reflect by yourself or with a group of people about your participation 

in the covenant with God as one of his chosen people. Read over the 
scriptures passages about the exodus journey of the Israelites. Think 
about what Jesus asked of his followers. How does the covenant with 
the Israelites relate to what Jesus asked of his disciples? If someone 
met you, what signs of God’s covenant at work in you would he or she 
notice? 

* Read the baptismal promises that each of us made (or our parents and 
godparents made for us) at our Baptism. What  do they mean in every-
day life? 

* The refrain from this Sunday’s Responsorial Psalm is “The Lord is my 
light and my salvation” (Psalm 27:1). With a group or in a journal, 
reflect on the image of light. How does the Church use the symbol of 
light during Lent or Holy Week? What do you think it means that the 
psalm links the images of light and salvation together?

A Message from Monsignor Philip A. Behan 
 
 

 Fathers and sons 
 

 The nurse escorted a tired, anxious young 
man to the bedside of an elderly patient.  
 “Your son is here,” the nurse whispered 
into the ear of the dying man. She had to repeat the 
words several times before his tired eyes opened. 
He was heavily sedated and he struggled to breathe 
through the oxygen clip. He could barely see the 
young man standing beside his bed; he simply 
reached out his hand and the young man tightly 
wrapped his fingers around it, squeezing it with 
tenderness and assurance. The nurse brought a 
chair for the young man. For the rest of the night 
he sat by the old man’s bed, holding his hand and 
gently stroking his forehead. The old man said 
nothing.  
 As dawn broke, the old man died. The 
young man gently released the lifeless hand he had 
been holding all night and went to notify the nurse. 
The young man waited until the nurse completed 
the necessary tasks. The nurse began to offer the 
young man her condolences, but he interrupted her.  
 “Who was that man?” he asked the nurse. 
The startled nurse said, “I thought he was your fa-
ther.” “No, he wasn’t. I never saw him before.” 

“Then why didn’t you say something when I took 
you to him?”  
 The young man said quietly, “I knew he 
needed his son, and obviously his son wasn’t here. 
My own father just died, and I understand what he 
and his son must have been going though. When I 
realized he was too sick to tell whether or not I was 
his son, I knew how much he needed me.”

 To be transfigured by God’s love is to see 
things with the eyes of God, to honor what God 
honors, to love as God loves us. The kingdom of 
God that Jesus speaks of in the Gospels transcends 
boundaries and labels, stereotypes and traditions, 
the color of flags and the color of skin. In God’s 
eyes, we are all his children; in God’s heart, we are 
all brothers and sisters to one another. The young 
man had embraced that vision of God, a vision that 
enabled him to be a “son” to the dying man. This 
Lent may the eyes of our own hearts be refocused 
not on our own things but on the things of God: 
may we be transfigured in the “spirit’ of God that 
moves us to transform pain, despair and injustice 
into healing, hope and compassion.
