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SCRIPTURE REFLECTION

What might compel you to run door to door on your street? What
news would make you rush through your neighborhood telling everyone
your meet? In today’s Gospel reading, that is the image that comes to
mind as we hear of the Samaritan woman going and telling everyone she
meets that Jesus is the Messiah. During their exchange at the well, she
was changed. Her eyes were opened and her doubt was erased. Jesus’
message sent her out to the people of her town proclaiming what had hap-
pened. Because of her testimony, many people began to believe. This is
the only Gospel passage where a town is converted because of a woman's
testimony.

God trust his message then and now to people of whom we might
not approve, to people we might consider unlikely or even unworthy, and
to people who are unknown or seem significant. Yet these improbable
ones are people to whom Jesus proclaimed the message of the coming
reign of God.

We might also think ourselves improbable messengers. Yet it is
for each of us that Jesus came. It is each of us that God calls and it is each
of us that are sent.

Many of the Samaritans of that town came to believe in him be-
cause of the word of the woman who testified (John 4:39)

SHARING FAITH

*  What good news would you be willing to announce to your family or
friends? Are you willing to announce the Good News of Jesus like the
Samaritan would did?

*  Who has been an improbable witness to you about God’s saving grace
in Christ?

* To what places or to which people does God invite you to testify about
his kindness, justice, or compassion? Where will you go and testify
this week?

LIVING THE LITURGY

*  Find a quiet moment for reflecting on your own life experiences.
Think about the areas or situations you would let Jesus probe (like the
Samaritan woman) in order to find peace and healing. Pray or journal
about them, or share with another person.

* In today’s Gospel reading, Jesus broke through many boundaries. Ac-
cording to his religious tradition and culture he should not have spo-
ken to a woman or a Samaritan. Who might be on another side of a
boundary or fence for you? What does Jesus’ example say to you?
How might you open up a dialogue even if it is simply an inner one?

*  Make several index cards listing what you consider the God News Je-
sus proclaimed. Hang them around your house or workplace.

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FRUITFUL OR PRODUCTIVE?

“Yes,” said Joel, “I’m hooked on productiv-
ity. I run a business, and my wife and I have three
young children. I have to produce and my employ-
ees have to produce if we’re to accomplish any-
thing. My days are jam-packed. If there’s any time
left over I spend it with my family.” Joel’s thinking
on productivity received a shake-up at a men’s re-
treat. The retreat leader asked a question. “When
you think of Jesus, do you think of him with a daily
to-do list? (‘Three people healed today. Two fast
comebacks to the scribes and Pharisees. One really
great parable told. Oh yes, and dinner for 5,000.
And I got the disciples to distribute the leftovers. A
very good day. Well done, me”).” Joel listened in-
tently. “Jesus spoke wisely and constantly extended
mercy and grace. He might now and then retreat
from the crowds, yet when he was with people, he
was really with them. He saw needs that others
could not see. He loved people well. But was he
productive? Productivity can become a mind-set of

constantly moving forward. Being busy, not at
times and in moderation, but as a lifestyle. Produc-
tivity seeks what fruitfulness claims as its starting
point—the assurance of God’s presence and love.”
Fruitfulness, Joel saw, allows you to be fully pre-
sent in the moment. Fruitfulness is deeply rooted in
the soil of God’s grace. Fruitfulness requires a fun-
damental trust in the Holy Spirit, like compost
around the roots of the fig tree in today’s Gospel.
The Spirit is working at all times and in all places
and, if we allow it, is at work in us—busy or not.

Living Stewardship Now

Put aside the lists and waste some time with
God—ypray, take a nap, play with the kids, admire
nature. It may not be productive, but it will be

fruitful.
