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SCRIPTURE REFLECTION

Many of us believe that, faced with the light of Christ or darkness,
we would choose Christ’s light. We might tell ourselves that, faced with
such a choice, we would not be swayed by evil shadows or the temptation
of sin.

The reading from the Gospel according to John is an engaging ac-
count of the choices we faced in order to follow the light of Christ. Root-
ing out our own blind spots, as the Pharisees were invited to do, means
pondering how to change and cooperate with God in overcoming the dark-
ness in our lives. It might mean examine our own perspectives for hints of
self-righteousness or haughty judgment. It might mean doing the hard
work of internal reconciliation and forgiveness, and then offering the
same to others.

Willingness to face a test of our own faithfulness to God and live
in light is the hard work of a disciple. To join the blind man and say, ‘I do
believe, Lord’ (John 9:38), we must hear Paul’s message to the Ephesians:
take no part in darkness. Wake up. Live as children of the light.

Awake, O sleeper, and arise from the dead, and Christ will give you light
(Ephesians 5:14)

*  Jesus sent the blind man to a place, the pool of Siloam, to be healed.
Where might God send you for healing?

*  Jesus invites inner transformation in order to be healed. What does
that mean for you?

*  Where or to whom are you being called to give or live as witness to
your beliefs this week?

LIVING THE LITURGY

*  Name things that begin to wake up (or open up) at this time of year,
for example, hibernating animals or bulbs planted in the fall. Create a
collage of these images. What metaphors do they give us for our own
awakening to God’s call?

*  The blind man is called forth to explain himself before the townspeo-
ple and authorities. Discuss in a group what you would say if someone
demanded that you state and defend your beliefs.

*  An Ojo de Dios, or God’s eye, is a traditional weaving with roots in
the Huichol Indians of Mexico. It is said to be an aid to seeing or un-
derstanding something that is unknown or mysterious. It can also be
used as a symbol of God watching over us. Weave an Ojo de Dios as a
symbol of seeing the way out of darkness into the Light like the blind
man. Find instructions on the Internet.

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Message from Monsignor Philip A. Behan

Father Nouwen’s idea on developing gratitude
as a spiritual discipline:

“In the past I always though of gratitude as a spon-
taneous response to a gift received, but now I real-
ize that gratitude can also be lived as a discipline.
The discipline of gratitude is the explicit effort to
acknowledge that all I am and have is given to me
as a gift of love, a gift to celebrate joy.

“Gratitude as a discipline involves a conscious
choice. I can choose to be grateful even when my
emotions and feelings are still steeped in hurt and
resentment. It is amazing how many occasions pre-
sent themselves in which I can choose gratitude
instead of a complaint. I can choose to be grateful
when I am criticized, even when my heart still re-
sponds in bitterness. I can choose to speak about
goodness and beauty, even when my inner eye still
looks for someone to accuse or something to call
ugly. I can choose to listen to voices that forgive
and to look at the faces that smile even while I still
hear words of revenge and see grimaces of ha-
tred...

“The choice of gratitude rarely comes without
some real effort. But each time I make it the next
choice is a little easier, a little freer, a little less
self-conscious. Because every gift [ acknowledge
reveals another and another until, finally, even the
most normal, obvious and seemingly mundane
event or encounter proves to be filled with grace.”

And this perspective on what Father Nouwen calls
our “addictions”:

“’ Addiction’ might be the best word to explain the
lostness that so deeply permeates contemporary
society. Our addictions cling to what the world pro-
claims as the keys to self-fulfillment: accumulation
of wealth and power; attainment of status and ad-
miration; lavish consumption of food and drink,
and sexual gratification without distinguishing be-
tween lust and love. These addictions create expec-
tations that cannot but fail to satisfy our deepest
needs. As long as we live within the world’s delu-
sions, our addictions condemn us to futile quests in
the ‘the distant country,’ leaving us to face an end-
less series of disillusionments where the whole of
sense of self remains unfilled.”
